THE OLD TESTAMENT READING Jonah 3

Then the word of the LORD came to Jonah a second time: * “Go to the great city of
Nineveh and proclaim to it the message | give you.” *Jonah obeyed the word of
the LORD and went to Nineveh. Now Nineveh was a very large city; it took three days
to go through it. *Jonah began by going a day’s journey into the city,
proclaiming, “Forty more days and Nineveh will be overthrown.” >The Ninevites
believed God. A fast was proclaimed, and all of them, from the greatest to the least,
put on sackcloth. ®When Jonah'’s warning reached the king of Nineveh, he rose from
his throne, took off his royal robes, covered himself with sackcloth and sat down in
the dust. ’ This is the proclamation he issued in Nineveh:

“By the decree of the king and his nobles: Do not let people or animals, herds or
flocks, taste anything; do not let them eat or drink. ¥ But let people and animals be
covered with sackcloth. Let everyone call urgently on God. Let them give up their evil
ways and their violence. ®Who knows? God may yet relent and with compassion
turn from his fierce anger so that we will not perish.”

%\When God saw what they did and how they turned from their evil ways, he had
compassion and did not bring on them the destruction he had threatened.

THE EPISTLE Romans 10:9-17

®But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your
heart” (that is, the word of faith that we proclaim); *because, if you confess with your
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mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead,
you will be saved. ‘°For with the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth
one confesses and is saved. *For the Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will
not be put to shame.” *For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same
Lord is Lord of all, bestowing his riches on all who call on him. *For “everyone who
calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”

“But how are they to call on him in whom they have not believed? And how are
they to believe in him of whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear
without someone preaching? >And how are they to preach unless they are sent? As it
is written, “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good news!” '°But they
have not all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed what he has
heard from us?” *"So faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of
Christ.
